NOTE 2: You can override the reply settings for the members, custom groups, & officers lists for single emails by putting {{replyall}} or {{replysender}} at the
beginning of your subject text when composing an email in your email client/webmail.

["] Make Custom Email Groups with only One Member Publicly Accessible

© Normally, all Custom Email Groups are accessible to members only. However, if you check this setting, you can effectively create new officer email addresses
(aliases) that are publicly accessible by setting up new Custom Email Groups that you assign only one member to. NOTE: This only works with custom groups
comprised of members.

Prefix Subjects of Emails with The Following Text

would result in [FTH2] being prefixed to email subjects. This is useful if you have members associated with multiple clubs as it can help them find emails for your
specific club.

FreeToastHost has a variety of Email Security features already built in that protect you from spammers. You do not have to do anything to enable those
features. However, if you would like to assert more control over how FreeToastHost handles your club email to protect you from spammers, the following
settings allow you to do that.

Email White List

© Use this to specify a comma separated list of email addresses and/or domains of "safe" email senders that should be allowed to send to the same club email
addresses as any normal member would be. (White listed email addresses cannot send to email lists with unsubscribe features.) Make sure you include the
"@" symbol when specifying a domain name. (e.g., @okdomain.com)

Email Black List

@ Use this to specify a comma separated list of email addresses and/or domains of "unsafe” email senders that should always be blocked from sending to *any”™
club email addresses. Make sure you include the "@" symbol when specifying a domain name. (e.g., @baddomain.com)

NOTE: While the Black List and White List may be used together, the Black List is always checked *first*.

[[] Use "System™ Email Black List NEW!

@ Check this if you would also like to also have email sender addresses checked against the black lists of all other clubs and disfricts using the FreeToastHost
system. Note that if you enable this, emails sent through the system may take slightly longer to be processed. Also, we do not recommend using this if you
expect to receive emails from social networking websites, domain registrars, or services websites such as PayPal, since those are more likely to be black listed
by other clubs and districts. You can check the current "System” Black List by clicking the button above.

Add "Is this SPAM?" links to emails sent to publicly accessible FreeToastHost email addresses NEW!
